Tk 5000/875 win provide 10 street children in Dhaka with

educational support for 6 months, or provide food for 15 street children
for 1 month.

Tk 1 0,000/ $150 win provide a village woman with a loan without
interest as part of ESDO’s Self-Reliance Program which will support her to
begin her own business and escape the poverty trap. After loans have been
repaid, in 2 years the money will roll into 3 different families giving them
support to begin their own business through purchasing a rickshaw van or small
shop for example.
